Contracts may be signed and dated for July 1, but NOT prior to this date. If you previously registered
your child through our online system prior to July 1, your registration is invalid and all information has
been purged from the system. If this is the case, you will need to re-register your child.

A photo will be needed for your Player Travel Card. Ask your Team Manager if they will be taking
digital photos of your player or if you need to provide a 1 X 1 head shot.
